Directions to Indigo Skate Camp

Driving to the camp is very simple. It is a spectacular drive as you leave the N3 and travel for 10km’s into an unchanged African setting. Enjoy the drive!

Directions from Durban
Take the N3 towards Pietermaritzburg, approximately 7 km's after the toll gate, take the Hammarsdale Turn off. Go right at T junction, over the highway and then travel approx. 3km's parallel to the highway. Turn right when you see a sign for 'The Land Rover Experience", this road will take you past the Inchanga Protea Hotel, up a hill and then you will come to the Old Main Rd

( between Durban and Pietermaritzburg ). Turn right onto the Old Main Road and travel for about 500m until you see a sign reading D 10004 Isithumba Tourist Route - Valley Of 1000 Hills / KWA XIMBA TERRITORY. Turn left down this road and into the valley. Drive for about 7km's along this tar road until you see our sign board situated on a hill top on the right hand side. Drive through the gate into the fenced household. Please drive slowly straight ahead in between the approaching huts as there are children playing, keep driving past the vegetable garden towards the ramp ahead. Kangelani will look after your vehicle and offer you a refreshment from his Spaza shop.

Directions from Hillcrest

If you prefer a slow drive, you may take the Old Main Road rather than the N3. Go through Bothas Hill and then 2km’s after Monteseel take a right onto the D 10004 Isithumba Tourist Route - Valley Of 1000 Hills / KWA XIMBA TERRITORY. Turn down this road and into the valley. Drive for about 7km's along this tar road until you see our sign board situated on a hill top on the right hand side

Have you driven too far down the valley?

If you are in view of the large Umgeni River or you arrive at The Isithumba Adventure Tourism Centre then you have driven a little too far. To get back on track turn around and head back in the direction you came from for about 1,5km’s. As you drive up the hill you should see the vert ramp towering over the horizon. Come to the top of the hill and on your left hand side you will see a household with many round baby blue huts - this is the home of the Msomi Skate Park and Indigo Skate Camp. If you get lost just ask anybody in the area where is the Msomi house or where is the skateboard park.
